The policy of multiculturalism is officially proclaimed in
Canada, but in the United States, we can state the practice
of cultural pluralism. The United States is characterized by
actual manifestations of the policy of multiculturalism, as
it is expressed in a number of norms for the support of eth-
nic and racial minorities and indigenous peoples. The article
focuses exclusively on the political, institutional and ethno-
political aspects of comparing multicultural practices in the
United States and Canada. In the United States, the policy of
multiculturalism has never been practiced by the state as an
institution, as well as the policy of a “melting pot” has never
been officially institutionalized by official Washington, but
Americans have long regarded this practice as a key approach
to the process of American nation-building. The policy of mul-
ticulturalism has been standardized in the Constitutional Act
of Canada and the Canadian Multiculturalism Act.
